Charge & Charter 
I. Charge
The Committee will fulfill the Black Student Organization’s demand #14: Diversify the authors used in class curricula. This includes, but is not limited to, collecting, reviewing, and distributing diverse authors and their works to all colleges and their courses. Secondly, the Committee will check status on University and College ADEI initiatives, especially concerning academics. 

II. Membership
The voting members of the Committee will consist of:
I. 1 Student Senator representing the College of Business & Economics
II. 1 Student Senator representing the College of Fine & Performing Arts
III. 1 Student Senator representing the College of Humanities & Social Sciences
IV. 1 Student Senator representing the College of Science & Engineering
V. 1 Student Senator representing Fairhaven College of Interdisciplinary Studies
VI. 1 Student Senator representing the Graduate School
VII. 1 Student Senator representing the Woodring College of Education
VIII. 1 Student Senator representing the College of the Environment
IX. 1 Student Senator representing the At-Large student body. 
The non-voting members will consist of:
I. 1 Student Governance Assistant serving as secretary 
II. Pro Staff Advisor serving as advisor

III. Chair
The Chairperson shall be a self-nominated Student Senator. The Chairperson responsibilities include organizing meetings, developing agendas, attending and calling order to all meetings. The Vice Chair shall be voted on by the Committee and acts in the absence of the Chair.

IV. Meetings
Meeting shall be ordered by the Chair. The Committee will meet biweekly for 1 hour at minimum, subject to change upon the Committee’s discretion & availability. Ad hoc meetings will be ordered 24 hours in advance at minimum. A 51% voting majority quorum is required for meetings to begin.

V. Voting
Quorum entails 51% of eligible voters present. If a vote occurs, the resolution must obtain 2/3 of eligible votes to pass. Abstentions will not be counted in either direction. 

VI. Amendments
The Committee can amend the Charge & Charter by presenting amendments to the Student Senate and achieve 3/4 votes in favor.

VII. Reportage
The Diverse Curriculum Committee will report progress to general Senate meetings and other involved WWU organizations, such as the Black Student Coalition. 
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
